Well – 2008 is going to be an interesting year as far as IN-

TEREST RATES are concerned. 

 

The media are definitely having a ―field day‖ with all the 

movements and changes. 

 

Let‘s see what the Reserve Bank of Australia (RBA) does in 

March 2008. 

 

Recently Choice Magazine provided some ―Tips for coping 

with interest rate rises‖ when doing your regular shopping: 

 

¶ Buy petrol on a Tuesday (usually the cheapest 

day) 

¶ Make a shopping list before you go to the super-

market – saves you impulse buying 

¶ Look up and down the shelves and avoid the ―in-

store‖ displays (more expensive items tend to be 

right in the line of sight) 

¶ Buy your shampoo from the supermarket – tried 

& tested products that were good: FRUITRIENCE, 

DOVE & GARNIER 

¶ Look for good value laundry detergents (cost 

around 35 cents or less per wash) 

¶ Try ―no name‖ and supermarket own brands for 

general items like sugar, flour, tea bags etc 

¶ Use tap water instead of expensive bottled water 

(though make sure you have a filter) 

¶ Buy treats and snacks in the supermarket instead 

of a petrol station or convenience store 

¶ Shop around for your insurance needs like Home 

& Contents Insurance, car insurance – might give 

you discounts for multiply policies 

¶ BYO Lunch to work – try at least 3-4 times per 

week, will save you over $500 per year. 

 

Hope this gives you some ―reminders‖ to save some money 

when you are shopping.
