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Parking Issue a Done Deal

Work will soon start on new footpaths beside Eastwood Oval after Ryde Council finally reached a compromise in the
bitter dispute over angle parking.

The 90-degree parking and lack of footpaths beside Eastwood Oval were forcing pedestrians to work on
Lakeside Rd.

Local residents objected to footpaths as it would narrow the road and lose parking spaces in the change from 90 -
degree to parallel parking.

The council decided on a mix of parallel parking beside the oval and 90-degree parking, leaving room for a footpath
but retaining some parking spaces.

Independent councillor Terry Ryan, who led the push to abolish 90 -degree parking in favour of a footpath, told a
meeting on Tuesday, April 1 that he would accept the compromise.

The compromise would reduce the width of the footpath from the standard 2.4m to 1.2m, but would save the heri-
tage grandstand from possible damage from cars that nudge it as they park.
