How being very 
busy and good at 
service can cause 
your downfallé

Most accounting firms and general insurance bro-

kers are managed and populated by knowledge-
able peopleéand yet their days are numbered. 

The reason for this sad state of affairs is that 

both types of ósuppliersô have lots of customers 
and serve them well, but they fail to act on the 

óneedsô of those they serve. Evidence of this fail-
ure is that a) the clients of most insurance bro-

kers do not have adequate cover, and this poten-
tial dilemma applies to regular people and com-

mercial enterprises, and b) the business clients of 

most accounting firms are not guided towards 
prudent and successful management of their fi-

nancial situations. Another reflection of this failing 
in accounting firms is that most accountants do 

not manage the personal financial affairs of their 

business clients. These ófailingsô in both estab-
lished sectors creates two massive areas of vul-

nerability for theméand substantial opportunities 
for their competitors:  

 
1. Eventually, most of the clients of brokers and 

accounting firms will be seduced by cheaper, 

more convenient ways to buy insurance and ad-
vice on taxation matters, etc. The rule here is 

that if customers only get what they want and 
expect, why not find a way to get it cheaperé 

2. Eventually, many of the clients of brokers and 

accounting firms will be attracted and assisted 
professionally by advice-driven suppliers. Here, 

the rule is that since clients are paying for a ser-
vice but buying a resultéthey will do business 

with suppliers that sell the best results  

 
 

 

Insurance brokers and accounting firms are not on their 
own when facing this problem: chemists have for years 

been saying that they give advice, and yet the chemists in 
most pharmacies are only ever óseenô in the dispensaryéso 

they would have to use megaphones to live up to their 

promise! 
Bookstores and music retailers sell books, DVDS and CDS 

but only give help to customers at the counterséand so an 
ever-increasing number of  

consumers are now buying these products on the Inter-
netéwhere, inexplicably, the service is much better than 

the stores offer. The reason that most clients leave a salon 

to go elsewhere has nothing to do with problems associ-
ated with the style, service or priceébut because their sa-

lon visit was a non event, and so when friends tell them 
about a salon that takes a personal interestéthey beat a 

path to the óother salonô. It is natural and right for busi-

nesses to aim to óbe busyô, but it is abnormal and wrong to 
be just reactive while being active. In other words, if all 

you do is address the ówantsô of customers, you will even-
tually be found wanting!  

 

A business must recognise that two forms of loyalty are at 
play in every market, the first concerns products and the 

second relates to the suppliers of products. The truth is 
that most customers are loyal to products and services but 

not to suppliers. I may be a regular buyer of medicines, 
CDS, loans, credit card services, clothes, cars, fuel and 

much moreébut I am óusuallyô quite happy to buy these 

products and services on the basis of convenience, special 
offers, etc. What does that say about the ósuppliersô? It 

says that they are content to serve me with a smile but not 
to help me with ideaséand yet the impact of ideas ócan beô 

significant in building loyalty to the supplier! A smile lasts 

seconds but ideas, when 
ógivenô, live on and make 

an enormous difference 
to people. We show 

more loyalty to doctors 
and dentists, because 

they offer personalised 
service, but their profes-
sions may die too. Centu-

ries ago in China, people 
paid their doctors every 

month, however if they 

fell ill the payments 
stopped. The lesson? It 

pays to ensure that your 
customers do well!

We refer to the recommendation in the Public 

Facilities and Service Committee Agenda No. 
13/07 which recommends a deferment of 

much needed funds into the Eastwood Town 
Centre.  

 

Under Ryde Councilôs 2007/2008 Management 
Plan,  

there is a budgeted amount of $400,000 to-
wards the  

upgrade of the eastern side of Rowe St, East-

wood. The council recommendation to defer 
this investment and instead allocate this to-

wards the West Ryde upgrade ($370,000) and 
Putney Shopping Centre ($30,000) during this 

financial year is strongly objected to.  
 

Eastwood has had very little investment in 

many years, private or public. Despite this, it 
has over time managed to develop a vibrancy 

and uniqueness that many can be proud of. It 
is recognised by the Department of Planning as 

a Town Centre, an important centre for the 

provision to a large residential population. 
However, Eastwoodôs success is continually 

being threatened by the lack of priority it is 
given by Ryde Council, and we are concerned 

of the impact that surrounding suburbs such as 
Top Ryde and West Ryde will have on East-

wood as they continually grow.  

 
The Eastwood Chamber of Commerce strongly 

urges Ryde Council to resist in deferring impor-
tant funds to the community of Eastwood.

To: Brickworks Residents Group 

Hi everyone 

The minutes from recent meeting with developers and Parramatta Council are 

attached. 

The main items covered at the meeting:  

 

 

1. As you know Clarendon Homes has dropped 

out of the re -development. The site is fully 

owned by Austral Bricks. The latest news is that 

Austral Bricks have put out an Expression of 

Interest in an attempt to sell off the land to a 

developer. Austral Bricks would then just fill the 

hole and then hand over the site.  

Lorraine Weare was concerned that the devel-

opment could be taken over by Frank Sartor`s 

office which could mean that the Master Plan 

would not be adhered to and  minimal commu-

nity consultation would occur.  

 

2. The hole is now 65%- 70% full. Approxi-

mately 12 - 15 months of fill trucks to go -  

depending on weather, availability of suitable 

material etc. 

 

3. The six houses in Skenes Ave will still be 

built by Clarendon homes. They are Torrens 

Title. Construction of the first house there 

should commence in the next few weeks. 

 

4. If you want to report speeding fill trucks 

to Police you should contact Pennant Hills 

Police Station rather than Eastwood. Pennant 

Hills has the highway patrol section. 

 

5. New staff in the Compliance Section at 

Parramatta Council - New Compliance Man-

ager is Laurie Whitehead. New team leader is 

Jamie Loader (Tel: 9806 5866). Our new 

contact person is Josephine Hunia (Tel: 9806 

5715). Both Jamie and Josephine were at the 

meeting. 

Note: When the hole is finally filled the de-

velopers are not obliged to have meetings 

with the community. In fact, Andrew Taylor, 

the current Site Manger,  indicated that the 

meetings with residents would cease when 

the hole is filled. Also note -  he works for 

Austral and will leave the site when/if it is 

handed over to a new developer.
