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St Andrews Church in Eastwood Demolished

Hello fellow Councillors and friends of our community.

Last Thursday afternoon , with less than an hours notice |

called Mr John Booth , Lydia Scuglia , Mr Kenny Lee to see if

they could meet with me urgently at the St Andrews Church ,
Eastwood.

I'd been informed that the main church was being demolished
and the church steeple was being removed.

On arrival at the scene | spoke with one of the workers who
informed me that the steeple was being removed tomorrow
morning at 8.00 am.

As you can see by the photo's attached from the Thursday
afternoon, John, Lydia, Kenny and myself met and had a few
photos taken. | was lucky enough to salvage an original light

fitting and an early fan that was sitting high on the Churches
internal wall. As | walked out from within the remaining
Church walls, | realized at that moment that | was to be the
last person to exit the church, and on that note | paid my re-
spects accordingly.

The following morning | met again with Mr John Booth to

watch the steeple being removed, and, as it just so hap-
pened , also met the demolition's company director. | spoke

with him about the steeple and explained to him that this

steeple had been a significant landmark and a pillar of faith in
our community. With countless thousands of christenings,
weddings, funerals and congregations of the local residents
for almost 100 years , have being held beneath it's grand foot-

ings. He agreed !

This steeple in my opinion and in everyone else's opinion
that I've spoken with , IS A SIGNIFICANT PIECE OF
HERITAGE from within our community !

IT IS IRREPLACABLE , as it's only ORIGINAL ONCE !
Within minutes of my comments, the director said that
although he had been offered a large some of money for
the steeple, but that he agreed and felt it was wrong for
the steeple to be taken out of the community of East-
wood and has therefore DONATED THE STEEPLE [ free
of charge ] to The City of Ryde !

With Mr John Booth as witness | shook hands with the
owner of the steeple [ the demolisher has the salvage rights
to ALL that is on site ], and then we all watched as the
beautiful copper sheeted steeple was carefully lifted and
craned for the first time in many a year, onto a safe area
on the church site's grounds, ready for removal and storage
by the City of Ryde for a future use within Eastwood.

This letter will then be tabled and brought forward for
Council's consideration in accepting the generous offer,
and, with the majority support will be able to reuse this
magnificent steeple for the benefit and cultural heritage of
our community.
